It was moved by Wyse and supported by Carter to approve 
Blissfield Community Schools to continue participating as a 
“Schools of Choice” district during the 2016-17 school year under Section 105 and 105C.  Deadline for fall semester is September 8, 2017.  Applications will also be accepted through the Friday 
following the onset of second semester.  Schools of Choice 
student enrollment will remain unrestricted at each grade level.

It was moved by Abbott and supported by Bettis to approve 
members of the eighth grade class to participate in a three-day 
camp experience at Pioneer School Reservation in Pioneer, Ohio 
per Board Policy AG 2340.
