Elementary Principal, Michael Valasek provided an update on instructional technology integration and enrichment opportunities at the Elementary School.

payment of the December 2016 General Fund bills in the amount of $57,152.84 and the General Fund bills paid since last board meeting of $928,985.24 and Capital Projects of $113.25 for a total of $986,251.33.

 Amy Hayford, resident of Blissfield and her daughter Savannah spoke to the Board in regards to Savannah’s graduation from Perrysburg High School, where she was given a red, white and blue cord to wear representing her intention of entering into the Military upon graduation.  When Amy asked Principal Gfell if Blissfield could let their students wear such cords, she was told that our current policy does not allow this and they are asking the Board to look at this policy and change it to allow the red, white and blue cords be worn at graduation.  Board President Brewer thanked them both for coming to the board meeting.

Superintendent Johnson stated that tonight was Tyler Dotson’s last board meeting and thanked him for his service the last few months.  The district is one of only three in the state to receive a Trig Grant worth between $20,000 to $30,000 for Apple training for Elementary teaching staff.  He thanked Matthew Cook, District Technology Director, and the Elementary staff for the work they did putting the Trig Grant together.  

Superintendent Johnson was recently in Lansing with other Lenawee County Superintendents and gave a brief update on some of the legislation being considered during lame duck that could have a negative effect on school funding.  He also informed the Board that our test scores are not being released at this time.  The State has them embargoed for now and as soon as they get released, he will provide the Board with them.

It was moved by Lombard and supported by Dotson to enter into closed session for consideration of a periodic personnel evaluation of a public officer, employee, staff member, or individual agent at 8:23p.m.
